Growing a “Green”
Lawn

The National Coalition for Pesticide Free Lawns
estimates that lawns take up 20 million acres in
Canada. The City of Ottawa suggests maintaining
your lawn in an environmentally friendly way:

1. Don’t use pesticides. These are toxic to birds and
their food supply, not to mention children and
pets.

2. Use a manual mower or opt for a mulching
mower so that clippings can return nutrients to the
soil.

3. Mow high, leaving 1.5 to 3.5 inches of grass.
Higher grass requires less mowing and
discourages weeds.

4. Reducing weeds seed germination and fertilizing
turf by using corn gluten meal (this product takes
2-3 years of application to become fully
effective).

5. Hand weeding, coupled with proper cultural
practices such as mowing and watering, reduces
weeds and improves the lawn's health.

6. Applying vinegar or boiling water to hard
surfaces, such as brick pathways and driveways.
7. Aerating the soil and increasing the pH by

applying a lime product, if there is a moss
problem.

THE BIG COST OF LITTLE
ERRORS

errors can have huge consequences.
A casino in Illinois wanted to do something nice for
its best customers last year. It mailed out 11,000
coupons, which were to have included a few
featuring cash prizes of $525. Thanks to a printing
error by a third-party vendor, the casino wound up
offering more than a few cash prizes- all 11,000
coupons were printed with the same cash offer—for
a total payout of $5.8 million!
And though the coupons included a disclaimer giving the
casino the option to change or cancel the offer, the Illinois
Gaming Board ordered the casino to honor the coupons.
