BAG IT! ��������������������������������������������������������������������  ����
The Canadian Chiropractic Association says that the 
giant handbag trend is causing many women to 
develop neck and shoulder pain, as well as headaches. 
Many large fashionable bags can easily hold 10 to 15 
pounds, but the CCA says handbags should weigh no 
more than one to two pounds fully loaded.             
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For golfers, getting a hole in one is one of the 
highest achievements of the game. The National 
Hole in One Association estimates that the typical 
amateur golfer (on a par three hole) hits a hole in one 
once every 12,750 shots. The best amateurs ace one 
every 7,500 shots. Professional golfers hit a hole in 
one about once every 3,750 shots. 
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The next time you find a friendly but lost cat or dog, 
take the animal to the nearest vet’s office, animal 
control facility, or pet shelter. Most of these places can 
scan the animal to see if it has an internal microchip 
ID. If so, that can provide the name or at least the 
phone number of the owner. Karen, from the 
Greenbank Animal Hospital says, "If a lost pet has a 
rabies tag, call the number on the tag. This may help 
locate the owner. 24PetWatch.com is a good place to 
register your pet's microchip number for free. Just be 
sure to keep the information up to date if you move!" 
She also recommends not assuming a wandering cat is 
lost. "Give cats a day or so, and don't feed or bring 
them indoors." 
If none of that works, post flyers with a photo of the 
found pet at local stores and vet’s offices within a few 
mile radius of where you found the animal and leave 
them up for at least two weeks
